NON-CONFORMING USE/LOT CHECKLIST 

Description SECTION 1 
 
This following checklist is to be used if there is an existing Building or Use that does not conform to 
the current Development Regulations. 
 
NON-CONFORMING USE means a legally existing Use when the current Regulations came into 
effect, that is not listed as a Permitted or Discretionary Use for the Zone where it is located or which 
does not meet the development standards for that Zone. 
 
NON-CONFORMING LOT means a Lot which legally existed when the current Regulations came into 
effect, that does not meet the Zone Requirements of these Regulations. 
 
For more information please see Section 7.5 of the Envision St. John’s Development Regulations. 
 
Prior to making a development application for a Non-Conforming Use, Lot, or Building, it is suggested 
to contact staff for information.
